Appendix 2, OO-ALC Hazardous Material (HAZMAT) Site-Specific Requirements
2.0 INTRODUCTION.

This appendix reflects the unique requirements to OO-ALC that will affect implementation of this contract in Phase I. Phase I will consist of the purchase and delivery of HAZMAT, the possibility of manning a Hazardous Material Dispensing Facility (HMDF), forecasting future HAZMAT requirements.  Warehousing facilities are not available for contractor use.  At OO-ALC all MA point of use locations will be the Material Support Unit (MSU) Hazardous Distribution Service Centers (HDSCs), with the exception of the Hazardous Material Dispensing Facility (HMDF), Bldg 256.  The HMDF will be manned and operated by the contractor and is addressed in attachment 1  (attachment 1 will be sent the week of 20 Oct 2003).  

2.1. BACKGROUND.

2.1.1.  HAZMAT management at OO-ALC was established in 1993.  The cradle to grave tracking of HAZMAT through one system provides identification, controlled management, and process usage, which allow OO-ALC to comply with all federal, state, and local requirements.  The largest workload is Depot Maintenance (MA).  Other organizations supported at OO-ALC that may be added at the option or implementation of phase II, and III to this contract could include the 388 FW, 419 FW, 75th Civil Engineers, 75th Security Forces, Vehicle Operations, Dugway Proving Grounds, Boulder, Wyoming, US Army, Little Mountain, Oasis Range, and on base contractors. 

2.1.2.  Using the AFES provided, the contractor receives, issues, transfers, and labels  HAZMAT orders. 

2.1.3. By utilizing initial government provided demand data, the contractor shall ensure 24 hour delivery can be provided.  The Program Manager, SOM,  and/or site specific contractor liaison shall attend planning and management meetings as needed to have knowledge of production requirements to support mission workloads.  The use of actual demand data from on-going operations can be used to maintain 24-hour delivery performance capability

2.2. HOURS OF OPERATION.

2.2.1  OO-ALC operates on a 5-4-9-work schedule.  A 5-4-9-work schedule encompasses an 80-hour pay period.  Some employees work four nine hour shifts the first week of a pay period with Friday off, which is determined to be the first Friday of a two week pay period.  Other employees work four nine hours shifts the second week of a pay period with Friday off, which is determined to be the second Friday of a two week pay period.  This rotation enables full time coverage to support maintenance.  Shift hours of operation vary dramatically between different MA Divisions.  Day shifts generally begin at 0600 and end at 1530.  Swing shifts generally begin at 1530 and end at 0100.  Graveyard shifts generally begin at 2200 (Sunday - Thurs) and end at 0700.  Material deliveries are accepted between the hours of 0600 and 2300 Mon – Fri.  It will be expected when maintenance works overtime, surges, or other than normal delivery schedules exist, additional HAZMAT deliveries will be required.

2.2.2. The contractor shall work on weekends, national holidays, and before/after normal working hours when operational requirements dictate and as determined by the COR.

2.3. MATERIAL SAFETY DATA SHEETS.

2.3.1.  Contractor shall provide Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) for all material upon initial delivery of first item from each lot.   Hard copies shall be provided to each shop where the product is delivered.    In addition, contractor shall provide web enabled access to all MSDS for all material delivered.

2.4. ATTRITION.

2.4.1.  The contractor shall attrite current Air Force HAZMAT inventories and pour down containers stored in the HMDF prior to procurement of new material.  After the award of contract, the contractor will be provided a list of determined amounts of excess HAZMAT in warehouse stock.  This will be a coordinated effort between the 75th ABW/ LRS/LGRS and OO-ALC/MAM. 

2.5. ADDITIONS AND DELETIONS TO HAZMAT INVENTORY.

2.5.1.  Line items of HAZMAT may be added or deleted at any time during the performance of this contract based on customer requirements or technological changes.  The Contractor shall be advised of these requirements or changes through the COR.  The contractor may recommend proposed additions or deletions to the COR as required with approved engineering design authority.  For the purpose of this contract all material in Federal Standard 313D, Table I will be included in this contract.  Table II of Federal Standard 313D will be considered.

2.6. FACILITIES.

2.6.1.  The following table represents OO-ALC/MA HDSC’s that will require support under Phase I of this contract.  The table also shows unique requirements inherent to each HDSC.

2.8.  MANNING AND OPERATING THE HAZARDOUS MATERIAL DISPENSING FACILITY (HMDF)

2.8.1.  BACKGROUND

2.8.1.1.  The HMDF was established to pour bulk issue chemical into smaller usable quantities to facilitate the reduction/elimination of hazardous waste.  With escalating costs of disposal of hazardous materiel waste, the prime objective of the Dispensing Facility is to reduce excess and to buy only the smallest units necessary to support workload requirements.  

2.8.1.2.    This appendix establishes responsibilities and procedures to operate and man the OO-ALC HMDF located at 7236 Southgate Ave, Bldg 256, Hill AFB, UT  84067.  This building is one the OO-ALC historical roster.  HAZMAT inventory in the dispensing facility is owned by the contractor and as such is subject to all Interstate, Federal, State and Local laws, regulations, and requirements regarding environmental protection.  In the event environmental laws/regulations change during the term of this contract, the contractor is required to comply as such laws come into effect.  The contractor will be responsible for all reporting data for EPCRA purposes for HAZMAT that is not yet owned by the government.  The labeling of HAZMAT must meet identification, OSHA and shelf life requirements.   Contractor generated HAZMAT waste, including empty containers must be properly disposed of and is the contractor’s responsibility.  The Contractor’s Safety Program shall comply with all applicable Federal, State, local, and installation safety policies and procedures.   

2.8.1.3.  Secure/restricted area access will be required. 

2.8.1.4.  The HMDF is currently manned with three full time employees working the 5-4-9-work schedule.

2.8.2  SPILL PREVENTION AND NOTIFICATION

2.8.2.1.  The contractor shall comply with all local spill prevention and cleanup plans.  The contractor shall take precautions to avoid the release of hazardous substances to the environment.  

2.8.2.2.  The contractor shall notify the COR immediately upon discovery of any spills or accidental discharge of HAZMAT.  Only properly certified personnel may cleanup/contain HAZMAT spills or discharges.  

2.8.2.3.  The contractor shall hold the United States, Department of Defense, Department of the Air Force, its agents and employees, harmless for any associated fines or fees.  Contractor shall likewise be responsible, and hold the United States, Department of Defense, Department of the Air Force, its agents and employees, harmless for any personal or property damage resulting from a HAZMAT spill, to include but not limited to the cost of containment, environmental cleanup, disposal, and any other associated costs (non-regulatory) caused by contractor personnel. 

2.8.2.4.  The contractor shall be liable for any associated fines defined by regulatory agencies of HAZMAT spills, the cost of containment, environmental cleanup, disposal, and any other associated costs (non-regulatory), caused by Contractor personnel.  Payment shall be made to the appropriate entity within time frames set by the adjudicator.  Failure to make payment or to pay required clean-up fees could result in an affirmative claim by the Government and/or in default, under the Default Clause incorporated into the contract by reference.

2.8.3.  EXTENDED HOURS OF SERVICE AND SURGE REQUIREMENTS

2.8.3.1.  The contractor shall not work surge or extended hours past the amount of funds obligated against the contractor line item entitled Extended Time and Surge Requirements.

a. The contractor shall work on weekends, national holidays, and before/after normal working hours when operational requirements dictate and as determined by the COR.

b. The Contractor shall submit to the COR, on a monthly basis, complete documentation of COR authorized extended hours to include: name, rank/grade, phone number, location, duration, labor category, and detailed summary of work performed, i.e., number of receipts, issues, etc.  Invoice requirements for extended time and surge requirements as listed above must appear on a consolidated monthly invoice that must be certified by the C”OR prior to payment.

c. In the event of an emergency, the Contractor shall be onsite within two hours of callback by the station duty officer as authorized by the COR.
2.9.  SURGE PROVISION
2.9.1.  From time to time during the performance of this contract, unanticipated surges in consumption/demand may occur due to mobilization relating to war, national emergency, or international turmoil.  HAZMAT Stock Replenishment/delivery of such quantities may be required at a rate significantly higher than the replenishment/delivery rate required by the contract for normal consumption/demand.  Further, the need for military readiness may dictate that the accelerated rate of replenishment/delivery be sustained over an indefinite period.

a. Surge demand and readiness Sustainability.  From time to time, not more than quarterly, the Government may test the contractor’s surge capability.

a. The contractor shall have sufficient technical capability on site to identify surges and sufficient communications in place to notify the COR. Contractors must have sufficient resources to accommodate surges and be reimbursed up to the ceilings approved.

b. In the event that a period of surge shall be expected to exceed the COR with information to make sound decision on continuation or termination of surge support.

2.10.  CRISIS/UNFORSEEN CIRCUMSTANCE

2.10.1.  Performance of services during Crisis Declared by the National Command Authority may require HazMat support operations to continue as directed by the COR.  Wherever possible, the Contractor will be provided as much notice as possible prior to a requirement for additional operating hours to support this requirement.

2.10.2.  When an unforeseen installation closure occurs on a regularly scheduled day of work, the government will have the option to reschedule the work to be performed on the following workday or reschedule the work on any day acceptable to the Government.  Installation closures or curtailment of activities may include but not limited to natural disasters, inclement weather and heightened security conditions` Base or installations closure notification is provided by radio, television or base telephone information systems.  HAZMAT services and HDSC operations are considered essential at ALL bases

2.11.  WORK CONTROL AND CONTINUITY

2.11.1. The contractor shall:

a. Ensure continuity of work at all times.

b. Ensure work is not degraded or interrupted by actions of management or work stoppages.

c. Provide to the COR a contingency plan to provide critical services during declared labor strikes.  The plan should be delivered to the COR within 30 days after the start of full contract performance.

2.12.  SECURITY CLEARANCES

2.12.1. The contractor shall:

a.  Ensure all contractor employees have an Entrance National Agency Check (NAC) package submitted prior to full performance date.  The contractor will bear the costs of NACs.  The Government reserves the right to exclude any contractor employee from performance of duties under this PS if that employee is considered a security risk or is unable to obtain an acceptable NAC.

b. Submit a NAC package for all employees hired after full contract performance date prior to the employee being assigned duties under this contract.  The contractor shall be responsible for submitting all NAC packages for processing.  



c. Ensure all contractor employees have a completed security clearance to perform operations in site-specific areas, which require restricted area badges.

2.13.  SECURITY

2.13.1.  The contractor shall:

a. Comply with all security requirements in accordance with the directives and site-specific regulations.

b. Shall safeguard and account for Government furnished facilities and equipment.

c. Ensure alll spaces, warehousing and offices are kept secured unless work is actually being performed in these areas.  By the close of the operating period all equipment, facilities and materiel shall be secured at all times.  Contractor employees shall follow the orders of base or installation security personnel.

2.14.  PHYSICAL SECURITY

2.14.1. The contractor shall:

a. Comply with any site-specific installation regulations for physical security.

b. Ensure all doors and other security barriers are properly maintained and shall secure all working and./or operating spaces at the end of each workday.  Contractor personnel will be issued security badges from the COR and contract administrator.

c. Common Access Cards (CAC’s) are worn over the front of outer clothing, above the waist.  These cards shall be worn at all times while on the base or installation and shall be provided for inspection when requested by security personnel, police and management.  Vehicle passes will be provided by the cognizant security office in compliance with procedure established by the Pass and Decal Office (Security) at the employee’s primary work location.  The contractor shall return the employee’s vehicle pass and CAC to the issuing office NLT COB of the day employee leaves the contractor’s employment.  Any lost CAC’s must be reported immediately to the issuing office.  It is the contractor’s responsibility to recover and turn-in a CAC should an employee resign with returning to work.

2.15. KEY CONTROL

2.15.1.  The government will issue keys for occupied spaces to the contractor.  The contractor shall:

a. Issue, store and keep them safe IAW local key-control procedures.

b. Establish a control system to safeguard government issued keys to prevent theft, loss or use by unauthorized persons.

c. Any costs associated with re-keying locks as a result of contractor negligence will be deducted from the next invoice submitted by contractor

d. Ensure duplicate government keys are not issued without COR authorization.

e. Report to the COR any occurrence of a lost key within one working day of discovery of the loss.  If the key cannot be found, contractor shall replace all master locks and keys for that system at no cost to the government and shall coordinate the replacement through the COR and appropriate security offices.  

f. Submit a semi-annual key inventory report to the COR.   

g. Conduct key inventories.  The first inventory shall be completed on the first of the full contract performance and the initial inventory report submitted on the second day of the full contract performance.  Subsequent inventories shall be submitted semi-annually thereafter, beginning six months after full contract performance date.  

2.16.  CUSTOMER SUPPORT HOURS OF OPERATION REGULAR WORK WEEK 

2.16.1.  Due to the nature of Military Operations, at any time during the performance of this contract, the contractor may be required to adjust work schedules to meet operational commitments of the customer.

2.16.2.   The contractor shall:

a. Adjust work schedules to comply with operational needs of the customer.

b. Not be eligible for an adjustment in compensation for any schedule change that does not result in a net increase in man-hours expended.

2.17.  SCOPE:  

2.17.1.  For the purposes of this contract, in Phase I concerning the operating and manning of the HDMF, the point of sale will be upon issue or transfer of the HAZMAT to the requesting HDSC.   Access to restricted areas/secure areas will be required.      

2.17.2.  The contractor shall:

a. Man the HDMF with technically capable, knowledgeable, and qualified personnel providing the full range of specified customer services during normal operating hours.  Normal operating hours are 0600 – 1800, Monday – Friday.    

b. Provide vehicles or methods to deliver material to HDSCs/customers.

c. Provide bulk issue chemical in smaller containers and smaller quantities to facilitate the reduction/elimination of hazardous waste.  

d. Provide the smaller quantities IAW the original container requirements and manufacture packaging requirements.

e. Purchase/use current stock of pour down bottles in HMDF at beginning of contract performance.   

f. Receive requests for HAZMAT from HDSC’s through AFES.

g. Deliver HAZMAT within 1 day or 9 hours of same shift.

h. If system is down, provide all dispensing facility job tasks and a contingency plan that will allow the issue, transfer and labeling of the required chemicals.

i. Deliver each order separately with documentation to provide receipt and delivery confirmation and issue or transfer documentation from AFES to HDSC. Do not co-mingle material.  

j. Be able to provide proof of delivery of HAZMAT (signature, time, and date of delivery) and provide proof upon delivery to HDSC.  

k. Provide Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) for all material upon initial delivery of first item from each lot.   Hard copies shall be provided to each shop where the product is delivered.    

l. Provide web enabled access to all MSDS for all material delivered.

m. Provide properly labeled original containers or pour down containers upon delivery of HAZMAT to HDSC, (e.g. national stock number, shelf-life expiration date, proper batch lot number, MSDS number, etc.) using AFES.  Some containers may require another method to hold label (e.g. a zip lock bag) due to packaging requirements or different parts.  Putting the MSDS number on the tracking label will suffice for the original mfg. label on the dispensed bottle. 

n. Manage a shelf life program that ensures delivery of break down chemicals that have 80% of remaining shelf life.

o. Provide safe housekeeping practices. 

p. Provide issue status with in 1 hour.

q. Run required reports.

r. Communicate with customers concerning questions or problems.

s. Ensure only authorized material is dispensed to each HDSC. 

t. Ensure reused containers are not cross-contaminated.

2.18.   GOVERNMENT FURNISHED SERVICES.

2.18.1.  The government will provide the following services:

a. Janitorial contract services IAW approved services. 

b. Non-hazardous solid waste (refuse) services IAW with approved services. 

c. Fire protection and security police services.

d. Approved maintenance and repair of facility.

e. Investigations/actions needed for access to AFES.
