1.   Request industry feedback regarding the types of quality programs prevalent in the Hazardous materials management industry (i.e., ISO 9000, etc.).

Request industry feedback on an appropriate period of time for transition from a Government operated Hazmat supply chain to a contractor operated supply chain.

3.
Request industry feedback on efficient methods for managing the drawdown of Government inventories during a transition period (i.e., sale, consignment, vendor observation, etc.).

4.
Request industry feedback on the appropriateness of NAICS code 424690 and the size qualification (small vs. large) of interested parties given that code.

5.
Request industry feedback on metrics used to measure performance in a Hazmat management environment and the methods of collecting information to support the metrics.

6.  Request industry feedback on the opportunity for best-value tradeoffs if given threshold and objective levels of performance allowing for trade space balancing performance against cost.

7.
Request industry feedback on the use of a single line item integrating performance of the service with delivery of the material.  Also discuss pricing methodologies to support firm-fixed price of an integrated line item as described above.

Request industry feedback on processes for environmental control and reporting.

9.   Request industry feedback on the most effective method for requiring and implementing a “green” program for a Hazmat management environment.
