The CCCM and CFCM on-line tests are available now in a beta test base.  Application deadline to NCMA Headquarters is Tuesday, 18 Feb 03.  The application determines if the individual is eligible to take the test.  All modules tests need to be complete by 15 May 03.  The cost per module is $100 ($200 per CCCM and $200 per CFCM).  You do not pay for the tests until you take them.  During the Beta test phase, the application fees of $150 members and $250 non-members is waived.
