Contract Types Currently Not Supported By WAWF-RA

As of 1 Sept 2004

(1)  THE FOLLOWING TYPES OF CONTRACTS ARE NOT CURRENTLY SUPPORTED BY WAWF-RA:

(1) Multiple ACRN-funded CLINs -


(2) Contracts with Multiple “ship-to” Locations


(3)  “Lump Sum” CLINs (i.e., “1 Lot”,  when billings will occur more than once)


(4) Construction Invoices


(5) Foreign Vendors


(6) Contracts with Universities


(7) DLA Contracts (i.e. when the Ship To is a DLA warehouse)


(8) Miscellaneous Payments (i.e., AF Form 616s, MORDs, SF1164s, DD1556s)


(9) Contracts w/ Withholdings (such as Time and Material and Labor Hours contracts)


(10) Government credit card purchases.  These transactions are complete when the card is charged.


(11) Contracts with financing such as progress payments or installment payments.
Contracts types listed above should continue to use the method of invoicing presently used.

(2)  ADDITIONAL LIMITATION ON THE USE OF WAWF

Even when the contract is supported by the WAWF, the Inspecting/Accepting organization (usually the Ship-To DoDAAC) must also be an active participant in WAWF in order for the invoice/receiving report process to be completed for payment.  While all of the activities list below will eventually implement WAWF they are not yet participating in WAWF.  As a result, contracts with any of these activities as the Inspecting/Accepting activity should not be entered into WAWF at this time.
