Additional Industry Q&As

1. The DPD mentions Field Level Maintenance, which I would interpret to mean Intermediate Level. Is this correct?
If NO, what is your definition? 
The TMAC is repaired at organizational level. 
2. At Field Level, will the assemblies/subassemblies (major components) be repairable or remove/replace (R/R) only?
There maybe some components that will be removed and replaced at field level and returned to Depot for repair but this should be at a minimum. 
3. If R/R only, where will any overhaul (Depot Level) be done: Air Force, manufacturer, or original vendor? 

 No overhaul of unit as a whole.
Will the PPL and T.O coverage be required for the Depot Level items?
The PPL and T.O. coverage will be required for Depot level items, for example the engine will be completely overhauled, we will need tech data for this.

Reliability Analysis. This requirement appeared in the first DPD, but was deleted from the second. Will there be any requirement for the manufacturer to develop any kind of reliability study? 

No reliability study will be required. Certifications from the contractor and major component manufacturers to validate the design service life requirements and suitability for the application will be required.
Maintainability. The current DPD describes the maintainability goals. Will a formal maintainability study be required? 

A maintainability study will not be required. Published data and certifications as to maintenance intervals shall be provided to support maintainability design considerations. The contractor shall accomplish a number of maintenance service tasks to validate the allowable corrective downtime requirement   A maintainability demonstration is required per "4.8.4.2 Corrective maintenance downtime." of the PD.

Level II Drawings. The WRALC slideshow says, 'Technical Manuals and Level II Drawings'. Can you provide an explanation of what Level II is now and what specification will be referenced?

 Level II drawings describe salient characteristics-how to build but not how to re-procure or manufacture.
Provisioning Data. 
1. Will a Provisioning Parts List (PPL), Supplemental Data For Provisioning (SDFP) (used to be called SPTD), Interim Support data items be required? IF YES, what?
Yes except we will not need Interim Support data items.
2. For the PPL:
a. Will a full PPL or a Short Form PPL (SFPPL) be required? 

Full PPL
b. Will it be a 100% breakdown of all the TMAC parts (including purchased items) or just to Field Level?

100% breakdown
c. Will DLSC screening be required?

d. Will the manufacturer be required to insert recommended SMR Codes?

3. For the SDFP:
a. Will the Level II Drawings be acceptable for the manufacturer's parts? 

Yes.
b. If Level II is not available for purchased parts, will drawings, catalog pages, or sketches be acceptable?

4. What meetings and deliverables will be required? 

Provisioning Conference, Spares Provisioning Conference. Deliverables will be identified with the release of the RFP.

Technical Manual(s). The DPD mentions technical manuals and the WRALC PowerPoint says, 'Full and complete Technical Manuals'. Please consider and respond to the following:
1. What type of manual(s) will be required? For example:
a. Commercial Off-the-Shelf. What the manufacturer now has for similar equipment, but modified for the TMAC. 

Not accepted.  

Note: This could include an Appendix of data provided by vendors of major subassemblies.
b. Modified Commercial Off-the-Shelf. Same as above with extra information to support DPD requirements.

Not accepted.  

c. Mil-Spec Manual. Developed in accordance with current specifications. Will SGML-Tagging be required?
Mil-Spec manuals paper and disc. SGML tagging not required.

2. Will this be one or several manuals? For example:
a. A combined Operation and Maintenance Manual with IPB (or separate IPB). 
b. An Operation Manual, Maintenance Manual, and an IPB.

Combined Operation and Maintenance manual with IPB, engine overhaul manual, work cards and manuals for any repairable item.
3. Operation is normally for the Flight Line or Field Level personnel. However, will the maintenance procedures and IPB be limited to Field Level or will it need to include all the Depot Level subassemblies? Depot level subassemblies will have a separate manual.
4. Will the IPB and Maintenance procedures have to parallel the PPL contents (Level of Breakdown and SMR Codes)?

 Yes.
5. What meetings and deliverables will be required? 

There will be guidance, 35%, 75% and 100% T.O. review, and verification.
6. What will be the extent of the on-site validation and degree of verification support required? The validation is a contractor’s function. The verification will require a rep from the manufacturer, tech writer, two blue suitors, a rep from HQ-ACC and the equipment specialist.

Orientation and Familiarization Video. The WRALC says, 'Orientation and familiarization video for the user'. Is this video still required? If YES, can you provide some information on duration, type, content specification, meetings required, deliverables, etc.? This video is still a requirement. It is used for training operation and maintenance. The video should have the operation of the unit from setup to shutdown.  It should also contain all field level repair of the unit.  The length of the video would be determined by the amount of repair allowed by the field. . More detailed info will be contained in the RFP.
