PART 17--SPECIAL CONTRACTING METHODS

SUBPART 17.74--UNDEFINITIZED CONTRACT ACTIONS

17.7404  Limitations.

17.7404-1  Authorization.



(1)(i)  WR-ALC DAC programs and Other Contracting:  Effective 03 Sep 02, WR-ALC/CC delegated the authority to approve the issuance of UCAs up to $100M, to the cognizant Product Director.  UCAs less than $50M, require contracting division coordination prior to forwarding the AFMC Form 224 for Product Director approval.  UCAs $50M to $100M, require coordination by the contracting division, PKP, and PK, prior to forwarding the AFMC 224 for Product Director approval.   

       (1)(ii)  All AFMC Forms 224 estimated at $100M or more that require CC approval (either as Other Contracting or WR-ALC/DAC), require coordination by the cognizant contracting division, Product Director, PKP, and PK, prior to forwarding for CC.  A staff summary sheet is not necessary since CC (or other approving official) will coordinate/sign the AFMC Form 224.  

       (1)(iii)  PEO for services:  For all services acquisitions $100M or greater, the cognizant UCA approval authority is the Air Force PEO for Services (AFPEO/SV).  The AFMC Form 224 requires coordination by the cognizant contracting division, Product Director, PKP, and PK, prior to forwarding for AFPEO/SV approval. 

       (1)(iv)  For PEO or “other than WR-ALC” DAC programs:  PKP review is required for UCAs $50M and greater, and a courtesy copy of the approved AFMC Form 224 shall be forwarded to PK.


    (2)  A separate requirements impact statement is not required.  Appropriate rationale for issuance of the Undefinitized Contractual Action (UCA) shall be included within the context of the AFMC Form 224 and the Justification and Approval (J&A), which normally cites statutory authority 2, Unusual and Compelling Urgency.  

17.7404-4  Limitations on obligations.

     (95)  Prior to issuance of a UCA, Contracting Officers shall give careful consideration to the funding level and the Government’s liability to ensure that a violation of the Anti-Deficiency Act (31 U.S.C. 1341) does not occur.  

     (96)  When multiple accounting classification reference numbers (ACRNs) are utilized in UCAs, Contracting Officers shall ensure that Section G of the contract/order clearly shows the amounts obligated and committed for each ACRN.  To prevent an Anti-Deficiency Act (ADA) violation, Contracting Officers shall also insert an asterisk in the second blank (the not-to-exceed amount) in paragraph (d) of DFARS 252.217-7027, Contract Definitization, and specify the NTE, by ACRN.

17.7404-90  Reporting of undefinitized contract actions.

     (95)  Any UCA that is more than one year old must be reported to SAF/AQC.  To ensure compliance, PKXA will run monthly queries and notify PKPB of any UCA that is one year old (or older).  PKPB will, in turn, notify the cognizant Contracting Officer, who shall prepare a notification letter for SAF/AQC.  The letter requires the same coordination levels as the original AFMC Form 224 and shall be signed by the UCA Approval Authority.

17.7405 Definitizations.

     (95)  When definitizing at an amount higher than the amount of the Government’s liability, Contracting Officers shall use funding current and available at the time of definitization.       
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
