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PART 19--SMALL BUSINESS AND SMALL DISADVANTAGED

 BUSINESS CONCERNS
SUBPART 19.2--POLICIES
FAR 19.201  General Policy


(a)  Each requirement should be scrutinized carefully for possible awards to small business, small disadvantaged business, HUBzone small business, service disabled veteran-owned small business, and women-owned small business concerns.


DFARS 219.201(d)(10)(B) Blanket DD Form 2579 (Small Business Coordination Record) has been approved for direct acquisitions wherein a foreign government has directed that the items or services be acquired from specific source(s).  Procedures and limitations for using these forms are provided in WR-ALC/PKP letter dated  30 Sep 03, which is filed in PKOI 64-10 behind FAR 19.  A copy of the blanket DD Form 2579 is attached to the same WR-ALC/PKP letter.


(d)(10)(B) The Contracting Officer shall indicate in the remarks block of the DD Form 2579, Small Business Coordination Record, whether an oral, written, WWW (Web) electronic, combined synopsis/solicitation, GSA, or other type solicitation will be used.  The following attachments shall be included when submitting DD Form 2579 to the Office of Small and Disadvantaged Business Utilization (BC):


(i)
One copy of purchase request;


(ii)
Screening Analysis Worksheet, if applicable;  (Note:  The review date must be current.)
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(iii)
Copy of proposed source list;


(iv)
Copy of synopsis;


(v)
Copy of statement of work/statement of objectives or other work descriptions, as applicable;


(vi)
Copy of procurement history record (J041 PHR preferred);  


(vii)
Copy of justification and approval package or sole/select source 
justification, as applicable;


(viii) Copy of the first article evaluation form, if applicable; and 

(ix) Copy of the market research report or other 

documentation for acquisitions estimated over $100K.   

All applicable attachments should be included in the coordination package at the time the DD Form 2579 is submitted to the Small Business Office.  Obtain complete coordination of DD Form 2579 (i.e. WR-ALC/BC and the SBA/PCR) prior to the issuance of the solicitation.  (Note:  In the case of a combined synopsis/solicitation, coordination is required prior to synopsis.)


(d)(10)(B)  A superseding DD Form 2579 is required for BC review, if the coordination threshold is met, under the following circumstances:


(i)
Acquisition Method Code (AMC) changes from sole source to competitive or vice versa;


(ii)
Additional Purchase Requests (PRs) are added to the acquisition that was not previously coordinated with BC and SBA (Note:  Recoordination is not required when PRs previously coordinated are combined for an award);


(iii)
A set-aside action is being dissolved; and


(iv)
The solicitation is canceled and a new solicitation is to be issued; or


(v)  A change in set aside status is to occur (i.e. A change from an 8(a) or HUBzone set aside to a small business set aside).
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(d)(10)(B)  The contracting officer shall enumerate on the DD Form 2579 all PRs to be combined on a single solicitation.  PR amendments that increase the total PR estimate above the coordination threshold shall be coordinated with WR-ALC/BC and the SBA/PCR prior to issuance of a solicitation amendment.  For PRs already coordinated, changes in PR quantity or estimated dollar amount shall be coordinated with WR-ALC/BC via telecon, or other electronic media, so that appropriate pen and ink changes can be made to the DD Form 2579.


(d)(10)(B)  Emergency Requirements:  The buyer/contracting officer may verbally coordinate with WR-ALC/BC for emergency requirements.  The telephone coordination shall be followed by written coordination (DD Form 2579), inclusive of all attachments, as set forth in paragraph (d)(10)(B) of page 19.2-2.  The coordination shall be annotated that a verbal coordination was previously provided (e.g. include name/date and other pertinent information regarding the verbal coordination in the remarks block of the DD Form 2579).


(d)(10)(B) Advance Synopsis:  When synopsis is executed prior to BC/SBA Coordination, the buyer/PCO should obtain WR-ALC/BC and SBA coordination as soon as feasible after release of the synopsis notice.  The exception to this rule is in case of a combined synopsis/solicitation where coordination is required prior to synopsis.


(d)(10)(B) Use of Federal Supply Schedule:  Buying office personnel are advised to coordinate planned Federal Supply Schedule (FSS) orders in excess of $10,000 with WR-ALC/BC and SBA.

    (d)(10)(B) Special Access Programs:  For special access programs, the contracting officer shall complete DD Form 2579, Small Business Coordination Record.  The COCO shall review and coordinate on the DD Form 2579 in those instances where the Small Business Specialist and the SBA/PCR are precluded from the review process due to security classification.  Disagreements on the suitability of special access program requirements for small businesses shall be elevated to the SCCO for resolution.
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
