�	(d)(7)  The contracting officer shall submit under cover of the  completed WR-ALC Small Business Subcontracting Plan Checklist - (See Attachment #1) one copy of the subcontracting plan directly to the WR-ALC/BC small business specialist (electronic submission is authorized).  WR-ALC/BC and SBA, in turn, will annotate its recommendations on the checklist and return it to the Contracting Officer.  Upon completion of negotiations the Contracting Officer will forward the results of subcontracting plan negotiations memo - ( See Attachment #2) to WR-ALC/BC.  The contracting officer is urged, as part of the negotiation process, to contact the appropriate Defense Contract Management Command (DCMC) representative for the contractor’s past performance in awarding subcontracts.  If the contractor has an approved Master Subcontracting Plan, the individual goals applicable to the instant contract action shall be provided to WR-ALC/BC/SBA for review.  However, if the contractor is covered by a Comprehensive Subcontracting Plan, review of the plan is not required by either WR-ALC/BC or SBA.  If a contractor is operating under an approved Commercial Subcontracting Plan, the plan need not be submitted to BC/SBA.  If his commercial subcontracting plan has not been previously approved, the plan along with the Checklist shall be submitted to BC/SBA for review. The contract file shall contain evidence that an acceptable plan exists, i.e. copy of the subcontracting plan or face page of the plan with approval signatures if the contractor has a master of comprehensive plan.

�		(ii)  For source selection the contracting officer shall forward one copy of the subcontracting plan directly to WR-ALC/BC small business specialist under cover of the subcontracting plan checklist for review.  If mailed, in order to protect source selection information, the subcontracting plan should be placed in a sealed envelop and mark with appropriate legends in accordance with FAR 3.104 and AFI 37-131.

The original checklist will be returned after the review is complete.  Since the intent of the review is to assist the PCO in negotiating the subcontracting goals, the plans should be submitted BEFORE negotiations start.


While the acceptability of goals is a judgement call by the PCO,  Public Law  95-507 requires that the contractor make a good faith effort. 


 Per DFARS 219.705-4(d)  - a goal of zero indicates that no effort is being made.
