1.  As the Air Force continues to rely on contractors to provide support for its weapon systems, some issues and problems arise because contracts are not being consistently structured to require contractor support for deployed operations.  The references listed below provide guidance to contracting officers for awarding contracts where contractor deployment is anticipated:

2.   As a minimum, the following clauses shall be incorporated into your contracts when deployment of contractors is anticipated (Reference a):


52.228-3, Worker’s Compensation Insurance (Defense Base Act)


52.228-4, Worker’s Compensation and War Hazard Insurance Overseas


252.228-7000, Reimbursement for War Hazard Losses


252.228-7003, Capture and Detention

252,225-7043, Antiterrorism/Force Protection Policy for Defense Contractors Outside the U.S.


252.209-7001, Disclosure of Ownership or Control by the Government of a Terrorist Country

Additionally, it is now Air Force policy that advance coordination and approval be obtained for all government provided services and base support provided to contractors at overseas locations (Reference b).  All coordination and approvals must be obtained prior to contract award.  Failure to obtain the necessary approval will likely result in denial of requested support which may necessitate a contract modification for equitable adjustment.  Furthermore, AFMCFARS 5345.106-90 and AFMCFARS 5352.245-9004 require the contract file to include documentation from the AF installation indicating the availability of support and/or services provided by the installation.  

3.  Recently, a new “Contingency Contracting Community of Practice (COP)” was established at the Defense Acquisition University website (http://acc.dau.mil/simplify/ev_en.php).   Within the next few weeks, we will begin to populate this CoP with guidance related to contractor deployment.  You must register at the site to gain access.  The contractor deployment website is accessible from any .com domain.  Please inform your contractors that this site is available to them as well.
