�33.2  Disputes and Appeals


	The PKPB Monitor for Protests, Disputes, and Appeals (FAR 33) is to be advised of actions processed in accordance with FAR 33.2 Disputes and Appeals. 33.214  Alternative dispute resolution (ADR).


�   (a)  The PKPB Monitor for Protests, Disputes, and Appeals (FAR 33) is to be advised of any use of ADR procedures, even in cases in which there is no formalized dispute and the ADR is being employed as an early intervention measure to avoid the issuance of a contracting officer’s final decision.  Status information reports as described in Section 33.2, above, are to be sent to the PKPB Monitor for Protests, Disputes, and Appeals about any such cases.


	(b)  Notwithstanding the language at FAR 33.214(c), the time limitations for the contractor to file an appeal of the final decision may be constructively waived if the contracting officer fails to make it clear to the contractor that the final decision was final and that the sole purpose of the ADR action is the avoidance of litigation and not the reconsideration of the final decision. (Royal Inter�national Builders Co. Inc., ASBCA no. 42637).  Accordingly, when entering into an ADR technique, the contracting officer shall communicate clearly and in writing to the contractor, with review by the staff judge advocate, whether or not the time limitations and procedural requirements for the filing of an appeal of the final decision continue to apply.
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
