SUBPART 37.2--ADVISORY AND ASSISTANCE SERVICES

37.203  Policy
(95)  In accordance with AFI 33-111, Telephone Systems Management, and CJCSI 6215.01, Policy for the Defense Switched Network (DSN), contractor personnel are not allowed to use DSN unless the contractor’s function will be a command and control (C2) mission.  Studies, analyses, design engineering and other similar support functions are not considered authorized missions.  If the function will be a C2 mission and a valid need exists, approval to authorize contractor use of DSN must be obtained by submittal of AF Form 3215 to 78CS/SCMT.

37.272  Requesting activity responsibilities.


The “Requesting activity” as used in this subpart also means the “requiring activity”.  The requesting (or requiring) activity makes the determination as to what requirements are A&AS.  (See FAR 37.205 for contracting officer responsibilities).
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
