SUBPART 42.2 –CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION SERVICES





42.201 Contract Administration Responsibilities (90) Contract Administration includes all administrative functions from contract award to contract closeout (See 42.708 and 4.804 for additional guidance on contract closeout).  The Buyer/Contracting Officer is responsible for all administrative functions of the contract that are not assigned to DCMA as outlined in FAR 42.302(a).  The Procuring Contracting Officer (PCO) may delegate additional administrative functions to the Administrative Contracting Officer (ACO) in addition to those listed in FAR 42.302(a).  The PCO is encouraged to delegate contract administrative functions to the ACO to the maximum extent possible.








42.201(a)(1) Administrative functions described in FAR 42.302(a) are normally delegated to the Contract Administration Office upon contract award.  The Contract Administrative Office is designated on page 1 of the contract.  The Contracting Officer should ensure that the contract identifies any plans to retain one or more of the administrative functions that are normally assigned to DCMA.








42.201(a)(2) The Buyer/Contracting Officer shall perform all contract administrative functions identified in 42.302(b) unless otherwise delegated to the ACO.  The Contracting Officer should specify in the contract any functions identified in FAR 42.302(b) that should be performed by the ACO.    
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
