(a) In July 1997, HQ AFMC directed that all  DMAG repair contracts for equipment, with the exception of Contract Field Team Contracts, Depot Maintenance Inter Service Support Agreements (DMISAs) and Military Interdepartmental Purchase Requests (MIPRS) will be tracked and reported through the G009 system.  In order to comply with this directive, buyers/PCOs are reminded to obtain an abbreviated contract number for each order from LGPC/Ken Robinson/6-2504 at the time of contract award. 

Additional questions relating to the above should be directed to PKPB/Far 45 point of contact.

Abbreviated Contract Numbers shall be assigned out of the central location LGPC/Ken Robinson/6-2504.  Information required for assignment of an Abbreviated Contract Number is as follows:

1. Buyers, Name, Office phone, Office symbol

2. PMS Name, Office Phone, Office Symbol

3. Contract Award Date

4. Contractor

 (b) Individual Abbreviated Contract Numbers on DMAG funded orders
 See WR-ALC/LG memo, 27 Jan 2000, “Contract Depot Maintenance Activity Group (DMAG) Policy, Order Level Visibility on “D” Type Contracts filed in 64-10.  Questions have been received concerning the LG issued guidance

on the assignment of individual ACNs on DMAG-funded repair delivery orders.  These questions have centered on how to appropriately modify the contract to institute this change.  It is recommended that a bilateral contract modification be issued against each “D” type basic contract for DMAG-funded repairs to revise the G009 CDRL and corresponding attachments to state that the ACN currently cited in the contract is effective for all orders issued (your choice:  up to and including (insert specific order number) or state “through the date of this modification”).  If previously issued orders have been modified to include this requirement or orders have been issued since 1 Jan 2000 with individual ACNs, use the specific order number option.  The modification should then state that all orders issued after the date of this modification will include an individual ACN on the face page of each order and this number is to be used for all G009 reporting specific to that order.

It is anticipated that contractors will accept this change without any adjustments to the existing prices of the contract.  However, if such a request is received, a joint decision if to be made between the PCO, PMS and LG before modifying the contract.
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
