SUBPART 4.72--CONTRACTOR IDENTIFICATION

4.7202  General.

4.7202-1  CAGE codes.

Contracts cannot be distributed without a CAGE code as

required by Military Standard Contract Administration Procedures (MILSCAP).  The contracting officer must verify that a potential awardee has a CAGE code as early in the acquisition process as possible.  When assignment of a CAGE code is required, the contractor shall access the following website to obtain a CAGE code, as well as Central Contractor Registration information:

The contractor will then click on “NEW” or “REGISTRATION ASSISTANCE”.  This will depend on whether the contractor knows their DUNS code.  Contractors should be advised that a CAGE code alone is no longer sufficient to do business with the Department of Defense – Central Contractor Registration is required.  When it is known by the contracting officer that a contractor has changed their CAGE code, name and/or address, request that the contractor provide such information, in writing and signed by a company official, to PKXO.
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
