SUBPART 5.2--SYNOPSIS OF PROPOSED CONTRACT ACTIONS

5.201  General.

5.204  Pre-solicitation Notices.

Sample Language for Pre-solicitation Synopsis for Joint Venture Teaming Arrangements and Bundling Requirements

The following information is to be used only as sample language in a pre-solicitation synopsis and should be tailored to fit your specific acquisition.

1) The contractor will be tasked with providing insert a detailed description of requirement.  The contractor team must have the breadth and depth of technical and management expertise to successfully execute their integration role. 

2) The contractor team must demonstrate the capability to quickly ramp up qualified and trained personnel at the onset of the contract.

3) The contractor team must demonstrate capability to administer and manage a contract expected as a minimum to be insert dollar range estimates on a per year basis.
4) The contractor must demonstrate a plan that provides for the small business members of the team performing 50% of the work.

5) The contractor team must demonstrate capability to perform realistic cost and schedule projections for complex technical integration efforts.

 6) The contractor team must demonstrate a contract management structure that allows for a single organization accountable for total performance responsibility.

7) The contractor team must demonstrate an understanding of AF, DoD, and Government agencies with which WR-ALC interfaces, sufficient to influence agency processes and establish points of contact.


5.207  Preparation and Transmittal of Synopsis.


(a) A copy of the transmittal (i.e.:  The Pre-post Summary and Confirmation or the actual synopsis once posted to the FedBizOpps) must be filed in the official contract file folder.


(b)(17) For Market Research/Sources Sought Synopsis for Joint Venture-Teaming Arrangements and Bundling Requirements, the following information should be added: 

Any small business firms responding to the questions contained in the Contractor Capability Survey using the new affiliation and teaming rules issued by the SBA will be afforded the opportunity to give a capability briefing (limited to 30 minutes).  Contractor teams wanting to give a presentation must submit a written request with their response to the Contractor Capability Survey to be scheduled for a presentation.  Additional information is contained on web site:http://____________(Buyer to provide web site)

For Pre-solicitation Synopsis for Joint Venture-Teaming Arrangements and Bundling requirements, the following information should be added:

Any small business forms intending to propose using the new affiliation and teaming rules issued by the SBA are invited to give a capability presentation to the Government (limited to 30 minutes).  Submit your letter of interest by insert date, to be placed on the bidders list.  Starting insert date, you are invited to contact the contracting officer or contract negotiator to schedule a capability presentation.  The capabilities presentations will be scheduled for insert date or dates. The presentation should focus on the following issues that affect the decision of whether to set aside the procurement: 


(c)  When using WR-ALC Local Notes (i.e., Insurance Buy, Depot Competition, Export Controlled Data, and CD ROM) in your synopsis to the FedBizOpps, you must provide the web address http://pkec.robins.af.mil/wrlcnt.htm within the notice to allow contractors to view the text of the notes.
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
