SUBPART 6.3--OTHER THAN FULL AND OPEN 

COMPETITION

6.303-1 Requirements

(90) A J&A is not required for Pilot Mentor-Protégé programs.

(91) To determine whether the acquisition of a prequalification item requires the processing of a Justification and Approval (J&A), the following actions should be taken.  Check the AFMC Form 761, section F-3, to see if a qualification statement is on file and whether the prequalification synopsis was issued.  If sufficient time has elapsed (contractor has been given adequate time to qualify under prequalification criteria), the acquisition is considered full and open competition and does not require a J&A.  The contracting officer should also verify with WR-ALC/BC and their requirements personnel that no source has qualified or is trying to qualify before proceeding with the acquisition.  Document actions taken and include in contract file.

6.303-2 Content

This website also contains detailed information regarding J&A Processing, as well as other related web links.

(91)  For acquisitions inclusive of Provisioning and/or Repair, Technical, or Reprocurement Data, the J&A shall include an estimated price for each in the J&A total estimated value.  These requirements shall be identified separately in the J&A narrative.  In the absence of a more realistic value, the estimated amount for these items may be computed as 20 percent of the total estimated amount of the supplies or services portion of the acquisition.

6.304  Approval of the Justification


(90) Creating a Coordination and Approval Cover Page for The J&A:  A justification for a proposed contract action requiring approval should contain a cover page for coordination and approval.  

(91) Review/coordination and approval levels by dollar threshold and program type are maintained and available at the following website:  http://pkec.robins.af.mil/pr/cr.htm (click on “J&A Approval Thresholds”); any delegations obtained are set forth on this chart.

(92) Two or  more requirements, when each had a separate J&A prepared and approved, may be combined into a single contractual action:

(a)  If the cumulative dollar value for the combined acquisition does not exceed the highest valued J&A’s approving authority, no further action is required;

(b)  If the cumulative dollar value for the combined acquisition exceeds the highest valued J&A's approving official's authority, the contracting officer shall submit copies of the previously approved J&As, with a cover letter requesting reapproval, to the appropriate higher approval authority EXCEPT when the combined total exceeds $50M;

(c)If the cumulative dollar value for the combined acquisition exceeds $50M, prepare one J&A and process in accordance with Secretarial J&A format.

The following additional guidance is provided relative to the addition of new effort outside the scope of the original J&A to be added after contract award.  

(a)If the cumulative dollar value for the combined acquisition exceeds the highest valued J&A's approving official's authority, the contracting officer shall amend the original J&A and request re-approval from the appropriate higher approval authority EXCEPT when the combined total exceeds $50M;

For example, A $5.0 million out of scope effort is to be added to a contract totaling $6.0 million (and covered by an approved J&A by the Competition Advocate), resulting in a total contract award of $11 million.  Prior to award of the contract modification, an amended J&A must be submitted to the appropriate approving official.  (The approving official authority was breached.);

(b)If the cumulative dollar value for the combined acquisition exceeds $50M, prepare one J&A and process in accordance with Secretarial J&A format.
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
