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PART 9--CONTRACTOR QUALIFICATIONS

SUBPART 9.1--RESPONSIBLE PROSPECTIVE CONTRACTORS

9.103  Policy.

(a)  Buyers and contracting officers are reminded that contracts may be awarded to responsible contractors only (see FAR 9.103(a)).  The absence of information clearly indicating responsibility must result in a determination of non-responsibility (see FAR 9.103(b)).  Documents and reports supporting a determination of responsibility or non-responsibility must be included in the contract file (see FAR 9.105-2(b)).  The amount of data included in the file depends on the contracting officer’s judgement but should be reflective of the contractor’s previous Government contracting experience and performance.

9.105  Procedures.
9.105-2  Determinations and documentation.

(b)  The contracting officer shall consider relevant past performance information and other sources of information such as the following:

· Debarred/suspended list (available through ACPS and the PK Homepage)

· [image: image1.wmf]Records and experience data including verifiable knowledge of Government personnel (DCMC, Pre-Award Survey Monitor, etc.)

· Pre-Award survey (PAS)

· Mechanization of Contract Administration System (MOCAS)

· Prospective contractor-provided information (including financial data, personnel information, questionnaire replies, information on production equipment, etc.)

Publications, customers of contractor, financial institutions, trade and business associations, etc.
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
